STEPS TO REGISTRATION

1. Please find enclosed a blue general registration form and a yellow registration form for Special
Education students, and a return envelope.
2. Fill out the form completely, including the family information on the back side of the form. Please

place all registered children of one family on one form with the following exceptions.
A. Children currently in grade 1 (March 2010)
B. Children currently in grade 7 (March 2010)

3. Special Religious Education — If your child has special learning needs, please fill out the yellow
form.

4, Registration fee is $200.00 for the first child in a family, $25.00 for the second child, $25.00 for
the third child, with a family maximum cost of $300.00. It will be impossible to place children
whose registration form is not accompanied with the registration fee. Please make all checks
payable to St. James Religious Education.

5. Place all registration materials and fees in the return envelope and mail it back no later than April
30, 2010.
6. If we do not receive your registration material on or before April 30, 2010, there will be a late

registration charge of $35.00.

NOTE FOR FAMILIES WITH A FIRST GRADER: If you have a first grader in our Home Study Program
this year (2009-2010), please DO NOT include their name or registration fee with this package.

NOTE FOR FAMILIES WITH A SEVENTH GRADER: If you have a 7" grade student in our
Religious Education Program this year (2009-2010) who will be registering for grade 8 in 2010-
2011, you will receive a separate registration packet. Please DO NOT include your present 7%
grader with this registration material.

IMPORTANT NOTICE: Registrations are placed on a first-come, first-served basis. Early return of
registration material is the only way to increase your chances of obtaining the session you wish. We must
schedule well over 1,500 students.

IMPORTANT NOTICE: If you are registering a 6™ of 7" grader for 2010-2011, and wish to
register them for a Monday evening class, you must select the site (St. James or Our Lady of the
Lake). Preference will be given to those who live closest to Our Lady of the Lake/Mt. Carmel
church, and those who have been assigned to the Lake site as a 5™ or 6™ grader.

Our student population has grown significantly over the last few years. Reasonable class size is important in
our commitment to provide the best possible instruction for the children of our parish.

Each year at this time I ask you to consider joining our program as a Religious Education faculty member — a
teacher.
